2 family histories

Adam’s family we were born into; we
had no choice to be born into It, but
being adopted Into God’s forever
family requires a personal decision.

10 He was in the world, and the
world was made by Him, and the
world knew Him not. ! He came
unto his own, and His own
received him not. 12 But as many
as received Him, to them gave He

Choose to care about family history

from a Biblical creation perspective!
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Family history involves geography:
1 And the whole earth was of one language [saphah = “lip”], and of
one speech [dibarim = “words”]. ... # And they said, Go to, let us build
us a city and a tower, whose top may reach unto heaven; and let us
make us a name, lest we be scattered. ... 8So the LORD scattered them
abroad from thence upon the face of all the earth: and they left off to
build the city. ® Therefore is the name of it called Babel; because the
Lorp did there confound the language of all the earth: and from

thence did the LORD scatter them abroad upon the face of all the earth.

The inscription on the larger of the two Jelling stones
reads: "King Haraldr ordered this monument made in
memory of Gormr, his father, and in memory of Thyrve,
his mother; that Haraldr who won for himself all of
Denmark and Norway and made the Danes Christian."
The inscription on the older and smaller of the Jelling
stones reads: "King Gormr made this monument in
memory of Thyrvé, his wife, Denmark's adornment."




Document family history: poems, photos, etc.
(example: Anne Bradstreet’s family poetry)
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Documenting family history memories




milestones & other important events:
solemnify, celebrate, discuss, & document

“living epistles” in family history:
20 But when his [i.e., Nebuchadnezzar’s] heart was lifted up, and his mind
hardened in pride, he was deposed from his kingly throne, and they took his
glory from him. ...till he knew that the most high God ruled in the kingdom of
men, and that He appointeth over it whomsoever He will. 22 And thou his son
[literally, “direct male descendant”], O Belshazzar, hast not humbled thine heart,
though thou knewest all this; 23 but [thou] hast lifted up thyself against the
Lord of heaven... and the God in whose hand thy breath [nishma’] is, and

whose are all thy ways, hast thou not glorified. (Daniel 5:20,21b-23)

“living epistles” in family history:
2Ye are our epistle written in our hearts, known and read of all men:
3 Forasmuch as ye are manifestly declared to be the epistle of Christ
ministered by us, written not with ink, but with the Spirit of the living
God; not in tables of stone, but in fleshy tables of the heart.
(2" Corinthians 3:2-3)
