Num. 5:5, “Then the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, 
Num. 5:6, “ ‘Speak to the children of Israel: “When a man 
or woman commits any sin that men commit in 
unfaithfulness against the LORD, and that person is guilty, 
Num. 5:7, “ ‘ “then he shall confess the sin which he has 
committed. He shall make restitution for his trespass in 
full, plus one-fifth of it, and give it to the one he has 
wronged. 
Num. 5:8, “ ‘ “But if the man has no relative to whom 
restitution may be made for the wrong, the restitution for 
the wrong must go to the LORD for the priest, in addition 
to the ram of the atonement with which atonement is made 
for him.” ’ ”

To God, justice means restitution. 

Lev. 24:18, “Whoever kills an animal shall make it good, 
animal for animal. 
Lev. 24:19, “If a man causes disfigurement of his neighbor, 
as he has done, so shall it be done to him— 
Lev. 24:20, “fracture for fracture, eye for eye, tooth for 
tooth; as he has caused disfigurement of a man, so shall it 
be done to him. 
Lev. 24:21, “And whoever kills an animal shall restore it; 
but whoever kills a man shall be put to death.”



What Justice Means to Yahweh
OFFENCE RESTITUTION

Animal killed Killer replaces with new animal

Body part injured Offender pays equivalent amount

Person killed Killer loses their own life
Since lost human life 
cannot be restored, 
the killer’s own life 
must be taken away.

PENALTY #1: Death

PENALTY #2: Death

CRIME #2: Killing their relationship with God

31:32, “ ‘not according to the covenant that I made 
with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to 
lead them out of the land of Egypt, My covenant which they 
broke, though I was a husband to them, says the LORD. 
Jer. 31:33, “ ‘But this is the covenant that I will make with 
the house of Israel after those days, says the LORD: I will 
put My law in their minds, and write it on their hearts; and I 
will be their God, and they shall be My people.’ ”



Ezek. 36:26, “I will give you a new heart and put a new 
spirit within you; I will take the heart of stone out of your 
flesh and give you a heart of flesh. 
Ezek. 36:27, “I will put My Spirit within you and cause you 
to walk in My statutes, and you will keep My judgments and 
do them.”



Luke 22:14, “When the hour had come, He sat down, and 
the twelve apostles with Him. 
Luke 22:15, “Then He said to them, ‘With fervent desire I 
have desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer; 
Luke 22:16, “ ‘for I say to you, I will no longer eat of it until 
it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.’ 
Luke 22:17, “Then He took the cup, and gave thanks, and 
said, ‘Take this and divide it among yourselves;’ ”



Luke 22:18, “ ‘for I say to you, I will not drink of the fruit of 
the vine until the kingdom of God comes.’ 
Luke 22:19, “And He took bread, gave thanks and broke it, 
and gave it to them, saying, ‘This is My body which is 
given for you; do this in remembrance of Me.’ 
Luke 22:20, “Likewise He also took the cup after supper, 
saying, ‘This cup is the new covenant in My blood, which 
is shed for you.’ ”



With the Passover: Yahweh put in place a picture that 
would constantly remind mankind of the need for the blood 
atonement.
